Iraq, 3rd-5th October 2010

In October 2010 the Iraqi universities Bagdad, Diyala, Dohuk and the TU Dortmund University (Germany) will hold a joint conference in the field of planning. This three days conference will deal with sustainable revitalisation of historic cities within a regional context. This topic is seen as important element of the reconstruction process and future development of the urban and rural areas in Iraq. 
Some of the oldest cities and most valuable heritage sites are to be found in Iraq. Nowadays there is a judge discussion about appropriate strategies for developing the historic city. A gentle regeneration and revitalisation strategy that protects not only individual buildings but keeps the urban fabric is a challenging task for planners, architects and other stakeholders. This is especially difficult as the historic city should function as place of cultural heritage and meet the requirements of modern living at the same time. 
Iraq’s urban and rural areas are facing immense changes: The bigger cities are growing rapidly while some of the rural areas are massively underdeveloped and neglected. To ensure coordinated and sustainable development of both spaces it would be necessary to promote a development within a regional context – including rural-urban linkages. 

As the topic provides many different facets an exchange of ideas, experiences, and methods in the field of spatial planning is necessary. 
Although the conference is organised jointly by several Iraqi and German universities the conference will be hosted by Dohuk University/Iraq. The event is sponsored by DAAD (German Academic Exchange Service) and XX, XX.
